With seed money from the National
Corporation for Public Broadcasting,
WKSU launched FolkAlley.com in 2003.
Now thousands of people all over

the planet stream Folk Alley through
their computers every day. Members
from 90 countries have pledged to the
site, and it is approaching $300,000 in
annual contributions.

Even with that success, there were still
folk music enthusiasts across America
who didn’t know about Folk Alley,
and a WKSU benefactor wanted to

do something about it. She donated
$150,000 for the RV, its equipment
and the vinyl wrap that announces,

in unmistakable fashion, the arrival of
Folk Alley.

Let the Good Tunes Roll

The RV is much like the performers it
helps promote - colorful and bigger
than life but down to earth and
functional. The rig is outfitted with
advanced audio and video equipment,
a stage that folds out the back and
traveling room for four people. It's a
huge billboard at festivals that also
allows the staff to record content for
FolkAlley.com.

That's exactly what they did at the
50th anniversary of the Newport Folk
Festival, which touted its artist line-up
as”..aslice of folk music then and
now! In its first appearance, the Folk
Alley RV underscored the convergence
of old and new by bringing the latest
technology in a decidedly old-
fashioned way, on wheels.

WKSU plans to hit at least five festivals
around the country in the summer

of 2010. While the kids will still be
wearing beads, peace signs and
tie-dye T-shirts, they’ll be joined by
people their parents’age who grew up
with folk in the background. The music
will be the same but different, and the
Folk Alley RV will be there to capture
every chord, acoustic or otherwise.
